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The Greatest Sin In Church Music

Several years ago, | took part in a conference that was
held at a church belonging to another Baptist association.
During a break, we were all
some refreshments. While we were enjoying our snacks and
chatting with one another, the praise team from a sister
church performed a 25 minute mini  -concert. | had heard from
some of my friends and colleagues familiar with this group that
they were really good. In fact, they had the reputation of
being one of the best praise teams of any church in the area. |
was eager for the opportunity to get to hear them.

The group was comprised of 8 members. There were
four singers (two men and two women), all of whom seemed

to be in their |l ate 2086s or ear
four instruments fi drums, bass, electric guitar and keyboard,

pl ayed by guys who appeared to
406s. | knew a few of the songs

majority of the songs were new to me. The sound and balance
were very good, particularly since they were playing in a gym.
(Gyms are notorious for having poor acoustics.) The vocalists
blended exceptionally well together. The songs were tightly
arranged and obviously well  -rehearsed. The set of music that
they played was a nice mixture of mid -tempo songs with a
couple of faster songs as well. The performance was smooth,
polished fi and incredibly boring.

| am sure that the singers all sang the correct pitches
and rhythms with excellent diction, but they sang devoid of
any kind of emotion or feeling that communicated much of

the songds intent. The band had
be too laid back to ever really let loose and a guitarist who
played with little passion or imagination. Even the up -tempo

songs fell flat in generating much excitement or enthusiasm

from the audience or even from among the performers

themselves. Honestly, it was all | could do to keep myself from
yawning in the middle of their concert. It seemed to me that

they could have been any averag
at any average lounge or local dance hall. For all its polish

and musical precision, it was a drab, listless performance.

As far as | am concerned, they were guilty of
committing the greatest sin possible in church music
were boring.

the discipline of preaching and proclaiming the Word in his
remarks, but | think that the same thing goes for church music
as well. Music that does not arouse in us a sense of celebration
of who God is or does not open us up to a renewed sense of
awe and reverence in the presence of the Creator, or does

not move us to a deeper understanding of who we are in

Christ is a disservice to the Gospel. It is our task to dig deeply
into the poetry we sing, and into the music that we play, in
order to pull out from it the eternal truths and insights that it
contains. And then, we have to faithfully communicate those

truths and insights through our God

-given musical abilities,
reflecting the glory of the God in whose image we are
icreaged. It doest not matteref the rhediuntihadaur clgogdm  f
gospel rock praise and worship song or a traditional choir
anthem or hymn. It makes no difference if the song is loud or

Of course, we need to recognize that we live in the

passion for our Lord. That is the greatest sin possible in church
music.
