W 
omen's Ministry Unlimited has been an active part 

of RHBC for the past five years.  The word 

"Unlimited"  is included in the title  to indicate that 

we worship an unlimited God, that we are women of unlim-

ited talents and that the possibilities for ministry are also 

unlimited.  The formation of our Women's Ministry was the 

result of a great deal of conversation and prayer and the 

ministry has gone through many changes since it first be-

gan.  The ministry is led by a team of women who continue 

to meet and pray together for the purpose of planning pro-

grams and activities 

that benefit members 

of our church and our 

community.  

     Looking back at the 

past year, the RHBC 

Women's Ministry has 

been involved in lead-

ership in a number of 

ways both large and 

small.  We have given 

women the opportunity 

to study the BIble 

through two Beth 

Moore Bible Study pro-

grams.  These studies 

have been attended 

by approximately 30 

women, some of whom 

are not RHBC members.  

One of the "fruits" of the studies has been the commitment 

to a weekly prayer time following the 11:00 worship service.  

     Out of a desire to learn about and be actively involved 

with our local Mission Centers, our team has toured the Bap-

tist Community Center and we provide monthly lunches for 

women attending Bible Study at the Baptist Friendship 

House.  A summer project which has just recently been 

completed was the restoration and replacement of over 

one hundred ornaments for our RHBC Chrismon tree.  At the 

end of the summer season, our ministry provided popcorn 

and snowcones for the community movie nights and we 

sponsored a fun Girl's Night Out for our own movie and re-

freshments.  

     In the near future, our women will be assisting with 

preparations for the Community Christmas Party and our 

leadership team will assemble gift bags for Deacons to de-

liver to our homebound members during the month of De-

cember.  

     Looking ahead to 2012, preliminary plans are underway 

to publish a RHBC cookbook  - we need everyone's help 

with this project and Christmas is a wonderful time to pull 

out those treasured family recipes to share!  Stay tuned for 

details in January.  Also in January, Women's Ministry will of-

fer a two part study series as a selection for the One Life 

program on Wednesday evenings.  The study will be The 

Power of a Praying Woman by Stormie Omartian.  

     Women of all ages are invited to be a part of Women's 

Ministry Unlimited.  Our leadership team has one vacancy 

for the coming year and we are in the process of forming a 

cookbook team to begin work in January.  Currently, our 

team members are Susan Kirk, Vickie Battle, Betsy Miller, 

Pam Rose, Louise Myers, Judy Heck, Wanda Ware and 

Peggy Walker.
